Wmmmm, Bread!
by Bavid of Bpinning Winds

So, you want to make some bread? | think | can help. Bread-making is
one of the things | enjoy doing most in the kitchen, and the end results,
that being preservative free, soy free bread, is one of the most simple
yet most enjoyable pleasures I've found in life. So herein is my simple
white bread recipe that I've finally gotten to the point that I'm happy
with.

Two cups all purpose flour

Two cups high-gluten flour (bread flour)

Two cups warm water (no more than 90 degrees F)
Two tablespoons butter

One tablespoon sugar (or brown sugar, or honey)
One tablespoon yeast

One-half teaspoon salt.

IDissolve your sugar in the warm water. Start the yeast in the water. Let
sit until you have a good bloom of yeast. While the yeast is getting
[happy, mix the high-gluten flour, salt, and butter together.

Note - at this point, you can use a stand mixer, a mixing bowl and a
poon, whatever you have. | recommend using some sort of mixer,
otherwise you’re going to get tired after one batch.

dd the water and yeast to the flour. At this point, you begin mixing and
adding the all purpose flour one-half cup at a time . You keep adding
u gour until the bread dough is pulling away from the sides of the bowl
and is soft to the touch. Turn the dough out onto a floured surface and
knead the dough, adding a slight amount of flour to keep it from sticking
to the surface or to your hands. Knead until dough is smooth in texture.
Place dough into an oiled bowl, cover with plastic wrap, and set it
Y [somewhere warm as it rises. | set mine on top of our baking hoosier.
Once the dough has risen to twice it’s size, punch it down and repeat
the process. After the second rise, punch the dough down and turn it
out onto your floured surface again.

hgNow, at this point you need to determine what kind of bread you want.
If you want rolls, divide the dough into 20-25 portions. If you want
bread, cut the dough into four parts and shape it into loaves. Set the
dough onto sheet pans, and let rise for the third time. While the dough
is rising, pre-heat the oven to 425 F. Once the dough has doubled in
size, bake it in the oven. Loaves bake for twenty minutes. | like to stop
at ten minutes, shift the dough in the oven (top rack goes to the bottom
rack, bottom rack goes up top) and bake it for another ten. Rolls bake
for about sixteen minutes total.

Once the bread is baked, set it on a rack to cool. Or grab it while it's

hot, put some butter on it and chow down! Enjoy!
